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FONT POLICY

Hi all 
Just some clarity on the fonts procedure for client work. 

1. When choosing a font for any work make sure its suitable for its end usage - check the license. e.g it may not be allowed on packaging, or it may be very expensive etc. 
2. Make clients aware early on that they need to pay for their font license. 
— We (deep) will purchase the license to use a font for our work in studio (brand, desktop use). 
— The client (if its not on our existing fonts.com or adobe.com library) will need to buy a licence to use the font on their website. The ideally would buy it and send us the files. It therefore covers any page view restrictions if their website grows they have then accepted the license. 
— The client should be told that any fonts may be necessary for them to buy themselves when we hand over the work - ie they may use the font in house for developing their own collateral. 

We never send fonts to clients and we should not buy fonts on their behalf since its there contract. 

Deep’s use of fonts
Note - every font we use at Deep should have a license for us to use it. 
Please make sure you save down the licences and invoices for the fonts in the reference folders. 
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
